Commission voted Toni Honer as Chair and Susan Palmer as Vice-Chair for 2011.

Wotion by Member Simon, second by Hember Howe, to approve the appointmentis
of recommended Planning Commission officers for 2011 as presented.

Member Volkmuth asked if there was any discussion at the meeting regarding the
appointments.
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Rena Weber reported that Susan Palmer nominated herself as Chair, but there was no
second. This may have occurred as Rena incorrectly indicated one could not nominate
themselves

Motion passed on a 4 to 2 vote.

MOLITOR TO RIELAND ADMINISTRATIVE PLAT - Toni Honer reported that the Planning
Commission reviewed the Molitor/Rieland Administrative Plat approval and all was in order. No
council action is needed.

CLEAN UP ISSUES - Staff and the Planning Commission reviewed a list of issues that need to
be dealt with such as:

¢+ SHOOTING RANGE-Give Mr. Merten until January 31, 2011 to provide the City with the
information.

+ COLD SPRING GRANITE IUP-Chair Honer will call Cold Spring Granite.,
+ MUELLER PIT-RESTORATION-They heed to come in and ask for an extension.
+ JACK TAMBLE-CALF SHED-Needs to apply for a permit.

Mayor Hagen asked if we have something in place that says the building permit expires.
Rena reported that people have 68 months to complete, but can ask for an extension.

Mayor Hagen asked if the Peggy Hall foundation would be addressed. This will be
addressed by the Building Inspector.

Rena Weber reported that in regards to the A-10 zoning, she did contact Chelle Benson
of Benton County who has worked with A-10 zoning. Chelle is willing to attend the 2/8/11
Planning Commission meeting to discuss the pros and cons of such zening. The City Council
and task force will be invited to atiend.

400 CLUB ISSUE — Mayor Hagen and Member Volkmuth want to bring this issue to light. Cherie

Verkinnes wants to extend an existing overhang and not bring it any closer o the road that the
existing overhang on the front of the building (just north of the rear door), Construction cost is
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$200.00 and | know we can waive the fee, but he feels it is such a minor issue and approving this
tonight could save the Planning Commission some time as well.

Member Volkmuth indicated that it is a safety issue and they need to re-direct the water
running from the roof.

Mayor Hagen stated that they will get a building permit.

Toni Honer indicated that a variance would still be necessary; however, the council may
decide to waive the fee.

Motion by Member Volkmuth, second by Member Becker, to waive the variance fee
and further to have Cherie Verkinnes apply for a varlance.
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 fo 0 vofte.

Toni Honer indicated they wouid review this at the 2/8 meeting.

CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING — XCEL FRANCHISE AGREEMENT - Rena Weber reported
that this has finally been worked out between the two attorneys. Just so you know | asked Adam
to review our agreement along with Richmond and Eden Valley at the same time — to save costs
for all and he agreed to do so.

No person appeared before the council in regards to the franchise agreement.

Motion by Member Volkmuth, second by Member Schmitt, to close the public
hearing and further to approve the franchise agreement Ordinance No. 2010-67 as
presented. (A copy of the Ordinance is hereby attached and Marked Exhibit A).

Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vofe.

OLD BUSINESS

DAN HANSEN WETLAND BANK/GRAVEL PIT - Dan Hansen reported that his wetland bank did
not happen and he cleaned up the gravel pit while leaving 1000 cubic yards of crushed gravet.
He offered to sell this to the city and in exchange he wants the Letter of Credit rescinded. Thisis
a hardship on his family and him.

Member Volkmuth indicated it was his understanding the pit was to be restored to
previous conditions and this did not happen. Why would we rescind the letter of credit?

Rick Hansen reported there is no binder in the sand. Rick further suggested that we take
this issue to street Committee to determine if we are doing any projects this summer.

Dan Hansen reported he is wiliing to sell the Class 5 gravel at a reduced price.

Member Volkmuth indicated that we reduced the LOC to $5000 pending the seeding had
been done.

Rena Weber indicated that the seeding did not occur last fall.

Motion by Member Volkmuth, second by Member Becker, to reduce the Letter of
Credit to $5000 in order to release some of the funds, however, final release will not occur
until the land is restored to the original state or better.

Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vofe,

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FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT — Chair Susan Palmer was present to report on the recent
interviews for Auditor. Four firms were interviewed and the Finance Committee is recommending
hiring KDV for the 2010, 2011, & 2012 audits at a cost of $15,900 for the 2010 audit.

Motion by Member Becker, second by Member Howe, fo approve hiring KDV for the
2010, 2011, & 2012 audits as quoted.
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vote.

Mayor Hagen suggested that appointments for the Finance Commitiee and Acting Mayor
be handled differently this year. He invited council to apply by submitting one page letter/resume
for the Acting Mayor's position. In regards to the Finance Committee he would like residents to
apply in addition to council members with the same idea of submitting a one page letter/resume.

As for the rest of the committees, council members are urged to list the top three
priorities of committees you want to be an. This needs to be submitted prior to the next meeting.

Member Howe voiced concern on the fact there appears to be a quorum on each
committee which he thinks it is nof right. Decisions are being made on the committee level and
whether it comes to the council or not makes no difference. His suggestion:

+ Reduce the number of councilors to 3 so you don't have a quorum or

+ Do away with committees and have a working session before the council meeting. If
things can't be decided in the % hour/ 45 minutes prior to the meeting then you hold
another working session during the month. 1t should save money, free up peoples time
and get participation by all.

Mayor Hagen would like to limit the number to 3 council members (voting) and others can
come (non-voiing) to each meeting.

Member Volkmuth likes the larger committee and especially on the Finance Committee
where they take a lot more time in reviewing matters. Personnel — certain personnel issues you
have to watch data privacy.

Member Simon would like to see someone from the public on the Public Works
Committee. There is a lot of expertise that we could use. We would need to get the word out
there though. People should contact us.

Member Volkmuth indicated that we are not a part of the APO so that one is gone.

Rena Weber indicated that three members of the council are on the EDA and the
ordinance only allow two.

ANNUAL APPOINTMENTS — Motion by Member Becker, second by Member Volkmuth, to
approve the list of annual appointments as read by the Administrator/Clerk.
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vote.

Mayor Hagen reminded members fo include the Liaison to the Planning Commission in
their list of priorities.

DON SIMON CONTRACT APPROVAL - Rena Weber reported that Member Howe guestioned
her on the contact and whether Mr. Simon “maintains” the utilities on weekends and under whose
direction is that. Rena agreed that this should read “monitor” and also is under the direction of
the Public Works Director. An amended version was prepared for approval.
Member Howe introduced the following resolution and moved for its adoption:
RESOLUTION NO. 2011-02

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONTRACT FOR SERVICES TO DON SIMON

WHEREAS, the City of Rockville has several wells and other water facilities that
require inspection and service outside of regular hours City hours;

WHEREAS, Don Simon, a Council member of the Council for the City of Rochville
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is available and capable of performing said work; and

WHEREAS, the City has been unable to find another individual or company to
perform these services, or make other arrangements for existing employees to perform
these services for an amount equal to or less than the compensation requested by Mr.
Simon,

NOW, THEREFORE, the Raockville City Council resolves as follows:

1. The Rochville City Council awards the confract attached herefo as Exhibit
A to Don Simon, a Council member, on the terms and conditions contained therein.

The motion for the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by Member Volkmuth
with the following vote being taken:
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt & Volkmuth
ABSTAINING: Simon
Motion passed on a 5 to 0 vofte.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST - Administrator/Clerk Rena Weber indicated that discussion needs fo
be had in regards to Jeff Howe and Don Simen both being officers of the Fire Department. In
regards to Jeff Howe as Fire Chief — the information received from the League of MN Cities
indicates it is a direct conffict of interest with the council seat. As to Don Simon being the 1™ Asst.
Chief, he would need to abstain on motions that would affect him directly — monetarily.
Fire Chief — Member Howe informed the council that he feels he will be more effective as a
councilor and will step down from the Fire Chief's position.
1* Asst. Fire Chief — Member Simon stated that he will not vote on anything that monetarily
affects him.

With the resignation of Member Howe this opens up the fire chief position. Interim Chief
Rodney Schaefer can apply through an in-house application process.

Motion by Member Becker, second by Member Volkmuth, to extend the term of the
Interim Fire Chief (Rodney Schaefer} for 6 months or until the appointment of a fire chief is
opened up and resoived.
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vote.

Motion by Member Volkmuth, second by Mayor Hagen, to authorize staff to post in-
house notice of applications for the position of Fire Chief.
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vote.

JOHN KOERBER - POLAR PLUNGE - Mike Hofmann and John Koerber were present to speak
about the upcoming Polar Plunge which will be held on 2/19 at the 400 Supper Club. This is
being done to raise money for Special Olympics. Rockville Fire Dept and area police
departments will help run the event.
ISSUES: Parking - They expect 500 plungers so colleges will bring buses and people ¢can board
a bus at the old Wal-Mart ot in St. Cloud. There will be no parking on Lake Road that day.
They request approval for parking of public west of the old ¢ity hall. They expect 500 to 600 cars
in this area. They would like to blow out the snow in the park and allow parking there.

John Koerber reported that they got approval from Arcon Co. to park by the lift station
{north of CR 6). Beyond that it will be Jeff's Auto Body and the CR 6 dead end area.

The 400 Club will not be used for any public parking — for buses only.
Stearns County io provide officer for a day — no parking signs

Motion by Member Volkmuth, second by Mayor Hagen, to approve the use of the
park with the stipulation that care will be taken in the area of the walking path,
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vote,
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COMMITTEE REPORTS
MAYOR - Mayor Hagen had nothing to report.

ROCORI] TRAIL ESCROW AGREEMENT - Rena Weber reported that things are coming
together on construction of the Rocori Trail. Approval of the escrow agreement with Stearns
County is needed to keep moving.

Motion by Member Volkmuth, second by Member Simon, to approve the Escrow
Agreement and Hold Harmless and Indemnification Agreement Relating to the Rocori Trail
Project. (A copy is hereby aitached and marked Exhibit B).

AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitf, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vofe.

FINANCE COMMITTEE — Chair Palmer reported that the Finance Committee reviewed a request
to reimburse Rodney Schaefer $368.21for meals that were purchased during training course in
2010. Fire Fighters were not being paid for training in 2010. The Finance Committee
recommends payment of the meals to Rodney Schaefer.

Rick Hansen clarified that the amount was for a week long training course.

Motion by Member Becker, second by Member Volkmuth, to approve re-
imbursement to Rodney Schaefer in the amount of $368.21 for the meals.
AYES: Becker, Hagen, Howe, Schmitt, Simon & Volkmuth
Motion passed on a 6 to 0 vote.

ADMINISTRATOR’S CORRESPONDENCE
ROCORI SCHOOL DISTRICT — Rena reported that the School District would like to renew the
“5" Monday Group” and invited council/staff to the Rocori tours on Monday, January 31% at 7:00
p.m. and then meet as a group thereafter. Rena further reported this group is made up on the
three cities and townships in the School District as well as the County. [t is a chance to
communicate what each entity is working on and how the other entities may be affected.

STEARNS COUNTY SOIL & WATER CONSERVATICN DISTRICT — BWSR Cost Share
Program — Rena reported that SWCD has cost share monies available to implement soil and
water conservation projects through the Clean Water, Land & Legacy Amendment. Seminar will
be held on 2/3/11 — 1 to 3 at Stearns County Service Center — West.

OPEN FORUM
Carol Dietman — 10058 County Road 47, questioned the Fire Dept. not getting paid for training
citing this as a value which needs to continue. Susan Palmer reported that they are getting paid
this year and did not last year due to an agreement worked out by the members and the Council
regarding the municipal contribution.
Member Simon indicated that just so people know that the Fire Department is obtaining
grants for iraining.

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CONTRACT AGREEMENT

The City of Rockville, Minnesota (“City”) enters into this agreement with Don Simon
{(“Simon”) who agrees to monitor water lines, sewer lines, lift stations, water system, and sewer
system. The City and Simon agree as follows:

1. Pay. Simon shall receive an annual salary of $1671.07 for monitoring water
lines, water system, sewer lines, sewer system and the lift station. Simon shall be paid quarterly.

2. Manner of Work. Simon, under the direction of the Public Works Director, shall
control the manner in which he performs the work under this Agreement.

3. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be for one (1) year from the date this
agreement is executed.

4. Independent Contractor. Simon is an independent contractor, not an employee
of the City.

5. Indemnification. Simon agrees to defend and indemnify City against any claims

brought or actions filed against City or any of its officers, employees, or agents for property
damage, bodily injury, or death to third persons arising out of or relating to Simon’s work under
this Agreement.

6. No Waiver. Nothing contained herein shall be construed on the City’s part as a
waiver of its limits on liability pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Chapter 466,

7. Termination. This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon two (2)
weeks written notice. In the event this Agreement is terminated prior to its natural expiration,
Simon’s compensation shall be prorated to the date of termination.

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ELECTRIC FRANCHISE ORDINANCE
ORDINANCE NO.
CITY OF ROCKVILLE, STEARNS COUNTY, MINNESOTA

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO NORTHERN STATES POWER COMPANY, A
MINNESOTA CORPORATION, D/B/A XCEL ENERGY, ITS SUCCESSORS AND
ASSIGNS, AN ELECTRIC FRANCHISE, PERMISSION TO CONSTRUCT, OPERATE,
REPAIR AND MAINTAIN IN THE CITY OF ROCKVILLE, MINNESOTA, AN
ELECTRIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM AND TRANSMISSION LINES, INCLUDING
NECESSARY POLES, LINES, FIXTURES AND APPURTENANCES, FOR THE
FURNISHING OF ELECTRIC ENERGY TO THE CITY, ITS IN HABITANTS, AND

OTHERS, AND TO USE THE PUBLIC GROUNDS AND PUBLIC WAYS OF THE CITY
FOR SUCH PURPOSES.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROCKVILLE, STEARNS COUNTY,
MINNESOTA, ORDAINS:

SECTION 1. DEFINITIONS.

For purposes of this Ordinance, the following capitalized terms listed in alphabetical order
shall have the following meanings:

1.1 City. The City of Rockville, County of Stearns, State of Minnesota.

1.2 City Utility System. Facilities used for providing non-energy related public utility
service owned or operated by Clry or agency thereof, including sewer and warer service, but excluding
facilities for providing heating, lishting or other forms of energy.

13 Commission. The Minnesota Public Utlities Cornmission, or any successor agency
or agencies, including an agency of the federal government, which preempts all, or part of the authority
to regulate electric retail rates now vested in the Minnesota Public Utilities Commission.

14 Company. Northem States Power Company, a Minnesota corporation, d/b/a Xcel
Energy, its successors and assigns.

15  Electric Facilities, Electric transmission and distribution towers, poles, lines, guys,

anchors, conduits, fixtures, and necessary appurtenances owned or operated by Company for the
putpose of providing electric energy for public use.

16  Notice. Awmitten notice served by one party on the other party referencing one or
more provisions of this Ordinance. Notice to Company shall be mailed to the Genaral Counsel, 414
Nicollet Mall, 5% Eloor, Minneapolis, MIN 55401, Notice to the City shall be mailed to the Ciey
Administrator, P.O. Box 93, MIN 56369-0093. Either party may change its respective address for
the purpose of this Ordinance by written notice to the other party.
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17  Public Ground. Land owned by the City for park, open space or similar purpose,
which is held for use in common by the public.

1.8  Public Way. Any street, alley, walkway or other public right-of-way within the City.
19  Setvice Area. The area within the City that is served by the Company.

SECTION 2. ADOPTION OF FRANCHISE.

21 Grant of Pranchise. City hereby grants Company, for a period of 20 years from the
date passed and approved by the City, the non-exclusive right within the City, and exclusive right
within the Service Area, to transmit and fumish electric energy for light, heat, power and other
purposes for public and private use. For these purposes, Company may construct, operate, repair and
maintain Electric Facilities in, on, over, under and across the Public Grounds and Public Ways of City,
subject to the provisions of this Ordinance. Company may do all reasonable things necessary or
customary to accomplish these purposes, subject to such reasonable regulations as may be tmposed by
the City pursuant to ordinance and to the further provisions of this franchise agreement.

22  Effective Date: Wrtten Acceptance. This franchise agreement shall be in force and
effect from and after passage of this Ordinance, its acceptance by Company, and its publication as
required by law. The City by Council resolution may revolse this franchise agreement if Company does
not file a written acceptance with the City within 90 days after publication.

23 Service and Rates. The service to be provided and the rates to be charged by Company
for electric service in City are subject to the jutisdiction of the Commission. The service area in which

Company may provide electric setvice is subject to the provisions of Minnesota Statutes Section
216B.49.

24 Franchise Expense, The expense of publication of this Ordinance will be paid by City
and reimbursed to City by Company.

25  Dispute Resolution. If either pariy asserts that the other party is in defaule in the
performance of any obligation under, the complaining party shall notify the other party of the default
and the desired remedy. The notification shall be written. Representatives of the parties must
prormptly meet and attempt in good faith to negotiate a resolution of the dispute. If the dispute is not
resolved within 30 days of the written notice, the parties may jointly select a mediator to facilitate
further discussion. The parties will equally share the fees and expenses of this mediator. If a mediator
is not used or if the parties are unable to resolve the dispute within 33 days after first meeting with the
selected mediator, either party may commence an action in Stearns County District Court to interpret
and enforce this franchise or for such other relief as may be permitted by law or equity for breach of
contract, ot either party may take any other action permitted by law.

SECTION 3. LOCATION, OTHER REGULATIONS,

3.1 Location of Facilities. Electric Facilities shall be located, constructed and maintained
50 as not to interfere with the safety and convenience of ordinary travel along and over Public Ways
and so as not to disrupt normal operation of any City Utility System or road projects previously
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installed therein. Electric Facilities shall be located on Public Grounds as determined by the City.
Company's construction, reconstruction, cperation, repair, maintenance and location of Electrc
Facilities shall be subject to permits if required by separate ordinance and to other reasonable
regulations of the City to the extent not inconsistent with the terms of this franchise agreement.
Company may abandon underground Electric Facilities in place, provided at the City's request,
Company will remove abandoned metal or concrete encased conduit interfering with a City

improvement project, but only to the extent such conduit is uncovered by excavation as part of the
City improvement project.

32  Field Locations. Company shall provide field locations for its underground Electric
Facilities within Clry consistent with the requirements of Minnesora Statutes Chapter 216D,

33 Sureet Opeaings. Company shall not open or distutb any Public Ground or Public
Way for any purpose without first having obtained a permit from the Ciry, if required by a separate
ordinance, for which the City may impose a reasonable fee. Permit conditions imposed on Company
shall not be more burdensome than those imposed on other wtilities for similar facilities or work.
Company may, however, open and disturb any Public Ground or Public Way without permission from
the City where an emergency exists requiring the immediate repair of Electric Facilities, In such event,
Company shall notify the Ciry by telephone to the office designared by the City as soon as practicable.

Not later than the second working day thereafter, Company shall apply for any required permits and
pay any required fees.

34 Restoration. After undertaking any work requiring the opening of any Public Ground
or Public Way, Company shall restore the Public Ground or Public Way in accordance with Minnesota
Rules, 7819.1100, including paving and its foundation, to as good a condition as formerly existed, and
shall maintain any paved surface in good condition for two years thereafter, The work shall be
completed as promptly as weather permits, and if Company shall not promptly perform and complete
the work, remove all dirt, rubbish, equipment and material, and put the Public Ground or Public Way
in the same condition, the City shall have, after demand to Company to cure and the passage of a
reasonable period of time following the demand, but not to exceed five days, the right to make the
restoration at the expense of Company, Company shall pay to the City the cost of such work done for
or performed by the City. This remedy shall be in addition to any other remedy available to the City
for noncompliance with this Section 3.4, but the City hereby walves any requirement for Company to
post a construction performance bond, certificate of insurance, letter of credit or any other form of
security or assurance thar may be required, under a separate existing or future ordinance of the City, of

a person or entity obtaining the Cicy’s permission to instal, replace or maintain facilities in a Public
Way.

35  Avoid Damage to Electric Facilities, Nothing in this Ordinance relieves any person

from liabiliy arising out of the failure 10 exercise reasonable care to avoid damaging Eleciric Facilities
while performing any activicy.

3.6 Notice of Improvements. The Ciy must give Company reasonable notice of plans for
improverents to Public Grounds or Public Ways where the City has reason to believe that Electric
Facilities may affect or be affected by the improvement. The notice must contain: (i) the nature and
character of the improverents, (i) the Public Grounds and Public Ways upon which the
irgprovements are to be made, (iif) the extent of the improvements, (iv) the time when the City will
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start the work, and (v) if more than one Public Ground or Public Way is involved, the order in which
the worlk is to proceed. The notice mwst be given to Company a sufficient length of time in advance of

the actual commencement of the work to permit Company to make any necessary additions, alterations
osrepairs to its Electric Facilities,

37  Shared Use of Poles. Company shall make space available on its poles or towers for
Gy fire, water utility, police or other Ciry facilities upon terms and conditions acceptable 1o Company
whenever such use will not interfere with the use of such poles or towers by Company, by another
ebcuric weility, by a telephone wtilicy, or by any cable television company or other form of

communication company. In addition, the City shall pay for any added cost incurred by Company
because of such use by City.

SECTION 4. RELOCATIONS.

41  Relocation of Electric Faciliies in Public Way. If the City determines to vacate a
Public Way for a City improvement project, or at City’s cost to grade, regrade, or change the line of any
Public Way, or construct or reconstruct any City Utility System in any Public \‘C’ay, it may order
Company to relocate its Electric Facilities focated therein if relocation is reasonably necessary o
accomplish the City’s proposed public improvernent. Except as provided in Section 4.3, Company
shall relocate its Electric Facilities at its own expense, The City shall give Company reasonable notice
of plans to vacate for a City improvement project, or to grade, regrade, or change the line of any Public
Way or to construct or reconstruct ary City Utllity System. If a relocation is ordered within five years
of a prior relocation of the same Electric Facilities, which was made at Cotmpany expense, the City
shall reimburse Company for non-betterment costs on a time and material basis, except that if a
subsequent relocation is required because of the extension of a City Utiliry System to a previously
unserved area, Company may be required to make the subsequent relocation at its expense. Nothing in
this Ordinance requires Company to relocate, remove, replace or teconstruct at its own experse its
Elecuric Facilities where such relocation, removal, replacement or reconstruction is solely for the
convenience of the City and s not reasonably necessary for the construction or reconstruction of a
Public Way or City Utility System or other City improvement.

42 Relocation of Electric Facilities in Public Ground. City may require Company at
Company's expense to relocate or remove its Electric Pacilities from Public Ground upon a finding by
City that the Electric Facilicies have become or will become a substantial impairment to the existing or
proposed public use of the Public Ground.

43 DProjects with Federal Fundine. City shall not order Company to remove or relocate
its Electric Facilities when a Public Way is vacated, improved or realigned for a Public Way project
or any other project which is financially subsidized in whole or in patt by the Federal Government
or any agency thereof, unless the reasonable non-betterment costs of such relocation are first paid to
Company. The City is obligated to pay Company only for those portions of its relocation costs for
which City has received federal funding specifically allocared for relocation costs in the amount
raquested by the Company, which allocated funding the Ciry shall specifically request. Relocation,
removal or rearrangement of any Company Electric Facilities made necessary because of a federally-
aided highway project shall be governed by the provisions of Minnesota Statutes Section 161.46, as
supplemented or amended. Tt is understood that the rights herein granted to Company are valuable
nights.
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44 DNo Waiver, The provisions of this franchise apply only o facilities constructad in
rzliance on a franchise from the Ciryand shall not be construed o waive or modify any rights obtained
by Company for installations withia a Company Public Way acquired by easement or prescriptive right

before the applicable Public Ground or Public Way was established, or Company’s rights under state or
COUNCY PEFTTYE.

SECTION 5. TREE TRIMMING.

Company may trim all trees and shrubs in the Public Grounds and Public Ways of City to the
extent Company finds necessary to avoid interference with the proper construction, operation, repair
and maintenance of any Electnc Facilities installed hersunder, provided that Company shall hold the

Gy harmless from any liability arising therefrom, and shall be subject to permit or other reasonable
regulation by the City.

SECTION 6. INDEMNIFICATION,

6.1  Indemnityof City. Company shall indemnify, defend and hold the City harmless from
any and all babiliy on account of injury to persons or damage to properiy occasioned by the
construction, maintenance, repair, inspection, the issuance of permis, or the operation of the Electric
Facilities located in the Public Grounds and Public Ways. The City shall not be indemnified for losses
or chims occasioned through its own negligence except for losses or claims arising out of or alleging
the City’s negligence as to the issuance of permits for, or inspection of, Company’s plans or work. The
City shall not be indemnified if the injury or damage results from the performance in 2 proper manner

of acts reasonably deemed hazardous by Company, and such performance is nevertheless ordered or
directed by Clty after notice of Company’s determination.

62 Defense of City. In the event 2 suit is brought against the City under circumstances
whete this agreement to indemnify applies, Company, at its sole cost and expense, shall defend the City
in such suit if written notice thereof is promptly given to Company within a period wherein Compan
is not prejudiced by lack of such notice. If Company is required to indemnify and defend, it will
thereafter have control of such litigation, but Company may not settle such litigation without the
consent of the City, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld. This section is not, as to third
parties, a waiver of any defense, municipal torts limits, or immunity otherwise available to the City and
Company. In defending any action on behalf of the City, Company shall be entitled to assert in any
action every defense or immunity that the City could assert in its own behalf.

SECTION 7. YVACATION OF PUBLIC WAY.

The City shall give Company ac least two weels prior written notice of a proposed vacation of
2 Public Way. Except where required for a City improvement project, the vacation of any Public Way,
after the installation of Electric Facilities, shall not operate to deprive Company of its rights to operate
and maintain such Electric Facilities, until the reasonable cost of relocating the same and the loss and
expense resulting from such relocation is first paid to Company, In no case, however, shall Ciry be

bable to Company for failure to specifically preserve a rght-of-way under Minnesota Starutes Section
160.29.
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SECTION 8. CHANGE IN FORM OF GOVERNMENT.

Any change in the form of government of the City shall not affect the validity of this
Oxdinance. Any governmental unit succeeding the Cicy shall, without the consent of Company,
succeed to all of the nghts and obligations of the City provided in this Ordinance.

SECTION 9. FRANCHISE FEE.

The City, at the time of adopting this franchise agreement, does not desire to require that
Company collect 2 franchise fee from its customers in the City, At a future date during the term of
this franchise agreement, the City may determine that it desires Company to collect a franchise fee.
If so, the City may give Corapany Notice to amend this franchise agreement to authorize collection
of a franchise fee by separate ordinance in an amount and upon such tetms and conditions as
Company at that time is willing to incorporate in its electric franchise agreements with other cities.

Upon receipt of such Notice, Compmy shall negomt‘. in good faith with City to so amend this
franchise agreement.

SECTION 10. PROVISIONS OF ORDINANCE,

10.1  Sevembility. Every section, provision, or part of this Ordinance is declared separate
from every other section, provision, or part and if any section, provision, or part shall be held
mvalid, it shall not affect any other section, provision, ot patt. Where a provision of any other City

ordinance conflicts with the provisions of this Ordinance, the provisions of this Ordinance shall
prevail.

102  Limitation on Applicabili.  This Ordinance constitutes a franchise agreerent
between the City and Corapany as the only parties and no provision of this franchise shall in any
way inure to the benefit of any third person (including the public at large} so as to constitute any
such person as a third party beneficiary of the agreement or of any one or more of the terms hereof,
or otherwise give rise to any cause of action in any person not a party hereto.

SECTION 1I. AMENDMENT PROCEDURE.

Either party to this franchise agreement may at any time propose that the agreement be
amended to address a subject of concern and the other patty will consider whether it agrees that the
amendment is muwnally appropriate.  If an amendment is agreed upon, this Ordinance may be
amended at any time by the Cicy passing a subsequent ordinance declaring the provisions of the
amendment, which amendatory ordinance shall become effective upon the filing of Company's

written consent thereto with the City Clerk within 90 days after the date of final passage by the City
of the amendatory ordinance.

SECTION 12. PREVIOUS FRANCHISES SUPERSEDED.

This franchise supersedes any previous electric franchise granted to Company or its
predlecessor.

RELATING TO THE ROCORI TRAIL PROJECT

OWNERS:  The Cities of Rockville, Cold Spring, and Richmond; and the ROCORI
Trail Construction Board Joint Powers Organization (“RTCB™)

1} 'The parties above hereby appoint Randy Schreifels, Stearns County Auditor as
“ESCROW AGENT™.

2) The following funds shall be deposited with said ESCROW AGENT and shall be
designated as matching funds for grant moneys received by the County and the
RTCB for the ROCORI Trail Project (hereinafter referred to as “the Escrow
Account™):

a) $180,000 — Local Matching Funds from OWNERS

b) Any additional money secured by OWNERS for the ROCORI Trail Project.

3) These funds will be held by the ESCROW AGENT in a separate financial
accournt.

4) Said funds shall be held by the ESCROW AGENT and paid out as required by the
grant agreements relating to the ROCORI Trail, unti! completion of the following
items: Completion of the ROCORI Trail Phase 1 Project from 178" Avenue east
of Richmond to the eastern city limits of Cold Spring (“Project™). Payments shall
be made upon submission of required agreements, including grant agreements,
and presentation of required documentation to substantiate solicitation of bids,
contacts with selected contractors, invoices from those contractors, and all other
reports and records required under the grant document. Partial payments shall be
made in accordance with the above and the grant documents. -

5) The Project shall be completed no later than September 15, 2015.
6) After said date, the ESCROW AGENT, after consulting with the Stearns County

Assistant Highway Engineer (Jodi Teich or her designee) , shall have the option to
have the project completed by someone of the ESCROW AGENT’s choice and

have the costs that are incurred paid from the escrowed funds or funds later
deposited, only after providing the OWNERS with 90 days written notice and an
opportunity to cure. Any costs or expenses incuired by the County in completing
the Rocori Trait Project which exceed the funds available from funding sources
and in the Escrow Account shall be the responsbility of the Cities and the RTCB;
and the Cities and the RTCB agree to hold the County harmless and indemnify the
County from any charges, expenses, costs, claims associated with having to
exercise the option of completing the project.

To release the remaining Escrow Account funds, if any, the RTCB shall sign and
deliver a written notice to the ESCROW AGENT that states:

a) The Project as described in this agreement has been completed,
b) The exact costs, paid and unpaid; and

c) To whom and what amounts the ESCROW AGENT is to release
the funds being held, together with lien waivers and receipts for paid
items. ESCROW AGENT shall have no duty to OWNERS to initiate the
release of the funds being held by the ESCROW AGENT unless and until
the OWNERS comply with the procedures set forth in this ESCROW
AGREEMENT; and

d) Any unpaid bills requested from the funds held by the ESCROW
AGENT.

e) Approval from the State of Minnesota.

[f the funds deposited above are not sufficient to meet the requirements under the
grants, or the agreements with the County, or to cover the costs of the project, the
OWNERS will immediately send additional funds as needed to the ESCROW
AGENT upon notification by said ESCROW AGENT.

a. Verbal notification will be given by the ESCROW AGENT to the OWNERS
upon detection of any shortage of funds in the escrow account. If remedy is
not made within 30 days of the date of the verbal notice, a written notice will
be sent by the ESCROW AGENT to the OWNERS. If remedy is not made
wifthin 30 days of the date of the written notice, the ESCROW AGENT may
withhold necessary funds equally from the three cities future tax settlements.

The ESCROW AGENT agrees to timely pay properly submitted requests for
partial payment or timely provide RTCB with written notice of why a request for

partial payment cannot be paid.

Interest shall not accrue on funds deposited with the ESCROW AGENT.
